Tuition deposit: An admitted applicant will have 10 business days, or a lesser period if submitted after the application deadline, from receiving the admissions letter by email to submit the non-refundable admission-tuition deposit of $500 (note that the $100 application fee will be credited toward this obligation).  If the deposit is not timely submitted, the admission is null and void.  The applicant may re-apply for admission without prejudice for another at another time by re-submitting a new application fee.  Applications will be kept on file for one year from date of submission.
Registration: Registration each semester is a formal procedure.  Any prior balance must be cleared before students are permitted to register for a current semester.  The process of registering is performed by the student approximately one month before a semester begins.  Registration after this period will have a late fee, currently $150, applied.  Access to a course and the law library each semester first requires the payment of tuition, fees, and any required course text book purchase to avoid copyright violations.
Withdrawal: The financial commitment incurred through registration remains unless the student officially withdraws from the courses during the refund period.  If a student withdraws during the refund period, he or she is entitled to a refund based on the effective date of withdrawal.  The effective date of withdrawal materializes the day of receipt during normal business hours at the Registrars office of the required signed withdrawal form.
